Questions to Valpak
1. describe briefly your field of action in Valpak 
Mike Jefferson is a consultant contracted to Valpak.  Prior to setting up his own business in March this year he worked at Valpak for 8 years where he held various positions including Commercial Director and Operations Director.  He sat on the company’s Executive Committee.  

2. describe briefly experience of Valpak with plactic packaging and recycling ( and interesting comparison with Slovenia would be kg recycled per inhabitant)

Plastic pakaging recycling has grown steadily in the UK since the introdution of the Packaging Waste Regulations in 1997 with particulary strong growth seen in collections from households in the last 2 years.   The data from 2008 shows 517KT (8.48kg per head of population) of plastics packaging was recycling, of this it is estimated that 264kt (4.33kg per head of population) is plastic from households, mainly plastic bottles.  The overall plastic packaging recycling rate in 2008 was 23.7%.  
3. give a statement in a sentence or two maximum: why is recycling of plastic packaging important

The recycling of plastic packaging is important in order to conserve limited natural resources, namely oil.  In addition, research has shown a significant carbon saving from recycling plastic rather than landfilling it.
4. give a statement in a sentence or two maximum: to what extent can plastic bags be promotor of recycling

Whilst plastic carrier bags make up a relatively small percentage of the plastic packaging used by society they are very visible to the consumer and often discussed in the media.  Where collection points exist, in the UK these are often set up by retailers in their stores due to demand from the public, they help raise awareness of the importance of recycling plastic packaging more generally.
5. give a statement in a sentence or two maximum: how to teach consumers to discarge plastic bags into separate collection system to enable futher recycling?

Plastic carrier bags are recyclable and can be used to make many new products.  To help recycling companies, members of the public should ensure that their plastic carrier bags are separated from other material and take care to ensure that they are completly empty, for example they should contain no paper receipts, cans, bottles or food waste.
